Pastor’s Note

Balancing Priorities is HARD
A story from the trenches of managing 7 different churches:

Act #1 — Sacred Heart plans its Parish Picnic for June 01. They want the Pastor to be able to attend, so we switch my normal
Assumption and Sacred Heart weekends, and we find a way to schedule Fr. Thumbi for the Assumption Spanish Mass that |
normally have when | celebrate a weekend in Bellingham. All seems rosy.

Act #2 — Fr. Thumbi gets reassigned to Seattle, something that is only officially announced with 8 weekends left before the
move. It will take Fr. Thumbi 4 full weekends to say goodbye to all our locations, he is gone for 2 of those weekends, and it
takes us more than a week to plan. The staff scrambles to dodge various First Communions, Baptisms, weddings, and other
Parish events in trying to get Fr. Thumbi to all these locations. A plan is set. It seems fine.

Act #3 — Earlier this week, we realize that Fr. Thumbi is scheduled to say the 12:30 pm Spanish Mass at Assumption (so that Fr.
Moore can attend the Sacred Heart picnic) immediately after his last 10:30 am Mass in Ferndale, preventing Ferndale from
having a send-off reception for their 8-year-Pastor. Being told of the conflict, Fr. Moore determines that it is more important
for Ferndale to have their send-off, because of how deep the relationship with Fr. Thumbi is there, and so he agrees to say the
Spanish Mass, causing him to miss most of the Sacred Heart picnic.

| have been hearing from a lot of people about how hard it is not to have opportunities to get to know their priests. | promise
you, | hate it, too, more than you can know. Things were so much easier when | was just the Pastor of Assumption, | only had
to worry about one church’s calendar, and | could easily show up to stuff. But | think the above example from this week shows
just how hard this balancing act is. We want to do every good thing for every location but are forced by circumstances to only
do some. Our staffs are not yet consolidated enough to calendar around each other, so these problems will persist for at least
another year. Growing pains are, well, painful.

Archdiocesan Lawsuit

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Partners in the Gospel — Operational vs. Visionary
| have had a few conversations recently that are prompting me to provide a reminder about Partners in the Gospel.
From the parishioner perspective, Partners in the Gospel encompasses two huge chucks.

Chunk #1 is operational. This is just trying to get a bunch of previously uncombined churches to work together. It involves
technology and calendars and financial models and staff reorganizations. Technically, NONE OF THIS is Partners in the Gospel.
It is just the result of a bunch of churches trying to share the same Pastor. Lots of churches experienced this reality in the last
30 years (think of the Skagit Valley churches) when the Archdiocese was still “clustering” churches.

Chunk #2 is visionary. Unlike the clustering over the last few decades, Partners in the Gospel does not envision these churches
perpetually maintaining separate identities. (Previously, there was an idea that, should we ever get more priests, we could
split the churches up again. That number of priests is now obviously not realistic in most of our lifetimes.) Instead, the
Partners process is trying to get previously separate entities to develop a shared vision and identity, through consultation,
conversations in the Spirit, and coming up with a concrete plan.

I am finding many parishioners think that Partners is only Chunk #1, what they are currently experiencing, and are deeply
disappointed because it has not involved the depth of listening and consultation that was promised. But that is not accurate at
all. Most of what people have experienced to-date is short-term survival, which | need to carry out quickly in consultation with
the staff. Everything | have done so far can be easily un-done if that is where Partners leads. The real Partners is going to go
public in the next couple months, as we start to roll out listening sessions and consultative mechanisms to try to develop this
long-term vision and plan.

tl;dr —hang in there. If Partners is a roller coaster, we are still on the click-click-clicking uphill before the high-speed ride.

Subject: Update on State Law
Dear Sisters and Brothers,

As you may know, Governor Ferguson signed into law a provision that seeks to require priests to
violate the Seal of the Confessional in some circumstances. Priests are unable to violate the Seal
under any circumstances. As the Vatican wrote on the topic in 2019,

The inviolable secrecy of Confession comes directly from the revealed divine right
and is rooted in the very nature of the Sacrament, to the point of not admitting
any exception in the ecclesial sphere, nor, least of all, in the civil one.!

Indeed, the Church has said that “political action or legislative initiative[s] aimed at ‘breaching’ the
inviolability of the seal” are “an unacceptable offense against libertas Ecclesiae, which does not
receive its legitimacy from individual States, but from God.”?

Given this troubling development in state law, we are addressing this matter through litigation.
While the details of this case are sensitive and will be handled with care, we want to assure you
that this action is being taken to protect the mission and integrity of the Church.

The United States and Washington State Constitutions provide robust protection for our faith and
we are confident in our legal position. Our attorneys have filed the case, and we will keep you
informed as appropriate, while respecting the confidentiality required in such matters.

Thank you for your prayers and faithfulness. May God bless you, and may Our Lady keep you in her
care.

The Sacrament of Confession and Washington law
Q&A

Q: What is the new Washington law, and why have the bishops in Washington filed a lawsuit?

A: Washington State recently adopted a law targeting Catholic priests by requiring them to
break the seal of the confessional by reporting to civil authorities suspected child abuse and
neglect disclosed during the Sacrament of Confession, subject to imprisonment and fines for
violation. This law goes into effect July 27, 2025. The bishops have filed a lawsuit because the
law violates the U.S. Constitution’s First Amendment.

Q: What is the seal of the confessional, and why is it important?

A: The seal of the confessional is the absolute obligation of a priest to maintain complete
confidentiality regarding anything revealed during the Sacrament of Confession. This
obligation, rooted in divine law and centuries of Catholic tradition, allows penitents to seek
forgiveness and spiritual guidance in an atmosphere of trust and mercy. Canon law explicitly
states that “the sacramental seal is inviolable” and that a priest who violates it faces
automatic excommunication. The seal protects the sacred encounter between the penitent
and God, mediated by the priest, as instituted by Christ. Throughout history, priests have been
martyred rather than violate this sacred duty.

Q: Why can’t priests comply with the law and report certain confessions?

A: The seal of the confessional is a divine mandate, not a human rule. Priests are bound to
uphold the seal, even at personal cost, as a matter of fidelity to their sacred duty. Breaking it
would betray the penitent’s trust and violate the sanctity of the sacrament, which is a means of
grace and reconciliation. The Church holds that forcing priests to report confessions
undermines the freedom to practice faith and could deter penitents from seeking forgiveness,
harming their spiritual lives, which must be seen in the view of eternity.

Q: Doesn’t this law aim to protect people, like victims of abuse?

A: The intention to protect individuals, most especially children, is praiseworthy, but the law’s
targeting of the priest-penitent relationship in the confessional is misguided. The Church has
robust measures to address abuse, including mandatory reporting by clergy in non-
confessional settings and cooperation with civil authorities where the seal is not involved. In
fact, each diocese in Washington has safe environment and mandatory reporting policies that
go beyond what is required in state law. The confessional is a unique, sacred space where
penitents seek God’s mercy. Compelling Catholic priests to breach its confidentiality does not
guarantee better outcomes but risks deterring penitents from seeking reconciliation, which
could prevent voluntary disclosures outside the sacrament that lead to justice and healing.

Q: How does this law violate religious freedom?



A: The law violates religious liberty by compelling priests to act against a core Catholic
doctrine, forcing the Church to conform to state demands over divine law. It seeks to make the
Sacrament of Confession an instrument of the state rather than a place of encounter with
God’s mercy. The First Amendment protects the free exercise of religion, which includes the
Church’s right to uphold its sacraments without the government seeking to redefine aspects of
those sacraments. The Church’s mission to offer forgiveness through the sacraments is rooted
in Christ’s command, and courts have historically recognized confessional privilege as
essential to religious practice. The law also specifically targets the priest-penitent relationship
while permitting other recognized, secular privileges to remain, such as the attorney-client
privilege, some counselor privileges, and spousal privilege.

Q: What are the bishops hoping to achieve with this lawsuit?

A: The bishops seek to have the offending provisions of the law declared unconstitutional,
ensuring priests can remain faithful to their sacred duty of upholding the seal of the
confessional, and the mediation of God’s mercy to the penitent, without legal penalty. The
lawsuit aims to protect the Church’s right to practice its faith freely and safeguard the
confidentiality that encourages penitents to seek reconciliation. A favorable ruling would
affirm religious freedom and preserve the integrity of the Sacrament of Confession for all
Catholics.

Equilibrar las prioridades es DIFICIL
Una historia desde las trincheras de la gestién de 7 iglesias diferentes:

Acto # 1 - El Sagrado Corazdn planea su Picnic Parroquial para el 1 de junio. Quieren que el parroco pueda asistir, asi que
cambiamos mis fines de semana normales de la Asunciéon y del Sagrado Corazén, y encontramos una manera de programar al
P. Thumbi para la Misa de la Asuncién en espafiol que normalmente tengo cuando celebro un fin de semana en Bellingham.
Todo parece color de rosa.

Acto # 2 - EI P. Thumbi esta reasignado a Seattle, algo que solo se anuncia oficialmente con 8 fines de semana restantes antes
de la mudanza. El P. Thumbi tardara 4 fines de semana completos en despedirse de todas nuestras ubicaciones, se ha ido 2 de
esos fines de semana y nos lleva mas de una semana planificar. El personal se esfuerza por esquivar varias primeras
comuniones, bautizos, bodas y otros eventos parroquiales para tratar de llevar al P. Thumbi a todos estos lugares. Se
establece un plan. Parece estar bien.

Acto # 3 - A principios de esta semana, nos damos cuenta de que el P. Thumbi estd programado para decir la Misa en espafiol
de las 12:30 pm en Asuncion (para que el P. Moore pueda asistir al picnic del Sagrado Corazén) inmediatamente después de su
ultima Misa de las 10:30 am en Ferndale, evitando que Ferndale tenga una recepcion de despedida para su Pastor de 8 afos.
Al enterarse del conflicto, el P. Moore decide que es mas importante para Ferndale tener su despedida, debido a lo profunda
que es la relacidn con el P. Thumbi alli, por lo que acepta decir la Misa en espaiiol, lo que le hace perderse la mayor parte del
picnic del Sagrado Corazén.

He escuchado a mucha gente sobre lo dificil que es no tener la oportunidad de conocer a sus sacerdotes. Te prometo que yo
también lo odio, mas de lo que puedes imaginar. Las cosas eran mucho mds féaciles cuando yo era solo el Pastor de la
Asuncion, solo tenia que preocuparme por el calendario de una iglesia, y podia presentarme facilmente a las cosas. Pero creo
gue el ejemplo anterior de esta semana muestra lo dificil que es este acto de equilibrio. Queremos hacer todo lo bueno para
cada lugar, pero las circunstancias nos obligan a hacer solo algo. Nuestro personal aun no esta lo suficientemente consolidado
como para hacer un calendario entre si, por lo que estos problemas persistirdn durante al menos un afio mas. Los dolores de
crecimiento son, bueno, dolorosos.

Socios en el Evangelio: Operacionales vs. Visionarios

Recientemente he tenido algunas conversaciones que me impulsan a proporcionar un recordatorio sobre los Socios en el
Evangelio.

Desde la perspectiva del feligrés, Socios en el Evangelio abarca dos grandes rayas.

El fragmento #1 Es operativo. Esto es solo tratar de hacer que un grupo de iglesias previamente no combinadas trabajen
juntas. Involucra tecnologia, calendarios, modelos financieros y reorganizaciones de personal. Técnicamente, NADA DE ESTO
es Socios en el Evangelio. Es solo el resultado de un montén de iglesias tratando de compartir el mismo Pastor. Muchas
iglesias experimentaron esta realidad en los ultimos 30 afios (piense en las iglesias del Valle de Skagit) cuando la Arquididcesis
todavia estaba "agrupando" las iglesias.

El fragmento #2 Es visionario. A diferencia de la agrupacién de las ultimas décadas, Socios en el Evangelio no prevée que estas
iglesias mantengan perpetuamente identidades separadas. (Anteriormente, existia la idea de que, si alguna vez conseguiamos
mas sacerdotes, podriamos dividir las iglesias de nuevo. Ese niUmero de sacerdotes ahora obviamente no es realista en la
mayoria de nuestras vidas). En cambio, el proceso de Socios esta tratando de lograr que entidades previamente separadas
desarrollen una visidn e identidad compartidas, a través de consultas, conversaciones en el Espiritu y la elaboracion de un plan
concreto.

Me doy cuenta de que muchos feligreses piensan que Partners es solo el Fragmento # 1, lo que estdn experimentando
actualmente, y estan profundamente decepcionados porque no ha implicado la profundidad de escuchar y consultar que se
prometid. Pero eso no es exacto en absoluto. La mayor parte de lo que la gente ha experimentado hasta la fecha es
supervivencia a corto plazo, que tengo que llevar a cabo rapidamente en consulta con el personal. Todo lo que he hecho hasta
ahora se puede deshacer facilmente si eso es lo que lleva Partners. The real Partners se hard publico en los préximos meses, a
medida que comencemos a desplegar sesiones de escucha y mecanismos consultivos para tratar de desarrollar esta visiéon y
plan a largo plazo.

TL; DR — Aguanta. Si Partners es una montafia rusa, todavia estamos en la cuesta arriba antes del viaje a alta velocidad.
